Example:  The area around the Poplar Court garden is overgrown, the older people at the residents meetings have said that they would like to be able to improve the communal gardens in their project by grow flowers and vegetables.

3. Give 3 positive differences this will make to the participants using of the project:

Example:  using the above example the differences would be to 1. improve the environment of the customers, 2. Customers would have an opportunity to socialize, reducing isolation and gain skills and 3. Customers would benefit from outdoor activity and gain light exercise which would improve their health and well being.
4. If you receive the funding how will participants be involved in the delivery and decision making for the project:  

Example: They will have regular meeting and identify the areas of the gardens to improve and the type of plants to be grown and the gardening equipment needed, they will work together on the gardening teaching each other new skills
